Cleaning Philosophy  
 

Designed as a stand alone system the 

Booth Washer is an ideal system for clean-

ing Bins Drums. Internal washing is 

achieved using a series of high pressure 

jets inserted into the Booth, which have 

HMI recipe controlled variables such as 

pressure and length of spray. This leads to 

repeatable patterns to ensure total cover-

age of internal surfaces. The powerful jets 

provide the force to remove stubborn sur-

face contamination. 

 

External washing is achieved using a series 

of static sprayballs, strategically  

located to reach all Booth external sur-

faces. (see right) 

 

Wash water is only used once in a single 

pass on contaminated surfacesðthis is the 

preferred method for critical applications. 

However if required, re-circulation systems 

are also possible.
